Meyer Center and Shriners Hospital Collaborate for Therapy Study
The Meyer Center Therapy Department is collaborating with Shriners Hospital
in an occupational therapy research study. The project examines the impact of
“Cons+lrmduncded Movement Therapy” as ¢

tional therapy program.

Constraint-induced movement therapy focuses on the principle that individuals
with less functional use of an arm will gain use of that limb more quickly if
constrained from using the stronger arm. With young children, a puppet is used
on the dominant hand to encourage use of the affected side.

Meyer Center occupational therapists will be performing standardized testing of
students at specific time intervals to gather appropriate data for the study. Infor-

mation will be gathered from regular therapy sessions with Meyer Center
students, and at the Center’s annual
